GRAND TOUR OF ROMANIA
12 days / 11 nights
1st day: BUCAREST
Arrival to Bucarest Airport, meeting with the guide, who will be stay with the group during the tour. Accommodation, dinner and overnight.
2nd day: BUCAREST – SIBIU (275 km)
Breakfast. Departure for Sibiu. Visit the Monastery of Cozia, dating to the 14th century, considered as a  masterpiece of the Romanian architecture. Arrival in Sibiu, visit the historical center rich of suggestive evidences of Saxon period (15th century). Visit the Evangelical church and the Gothic, Renaissance and Baroque houses. Be noted the “Big Square”, surrounded by numerous houses with roofs with “eyes” and the “Small Square” with the “Bridge of Lies”  and the impressive Evangelical church dating from the 15th century in Gothic style, famous for its organ: the largest in Romania with 10.000 elements. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
3rd day: SIBIU – ALBA IULIA – HUNEDOARA – CLUJ NAPOCA (340 km)
Breakfast. Departure for Alba Iulia, short visit the fortress built by Emperor Carlo IV and designed by Morando Visconti in 1714. In Hunedoara, visit the medieval Castle of Corvino, also known as the Castle of Hunyadi,  in Gothic style with Renaissance reworks, built by the Hungarian King Mathias Corvins. The castle is one of the most important examples of Gothic architecture in Eastern Europe and it's considered the seventh wonder of Romania. It stands proudly on the ruins of  an ancient Roman fortress (castro). Arrival to Cluj Napoca. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
4th day: CLUJ NAPOCA – BAIA MARE (310 km)
Breakfast. Visit Cluj Napoca, the ancient Klausenburg of the Saxonian settlers and Kolozsvar for the Hungarians, which was considered the capital of Transilvania. Visit the Square of the Liberty with its beautiful houses (17th and 18th  centuries), the Catholic church of “Saint Michael”,  the native place of Matei Corvin (outside the town) and the Gothic church of “Sfintu Mihail”, the larger of the country, built in 14th and 15th centuries. Continue to Baia Mare. Arrival in Sapanta and visit the “Cimitrul vesel” (merry cemetery) of Săpânţa where, in 1935, a local painter decorated the   cemetery monuments with a caricature of the dead persons, accompanied by ironic epitaphs relating to the virtues and vices of the deceased. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
5th day: BAIA MARE – MARAMURES – GURA HUMORULUI (310 km)
Breakfast. Visit the church of “Surdesti”: the largest wooden building in Europe (Unesco). Departure for Bucovina, following the Iza Valley and passing the beautiful villages of Cavnic, Budesti, Sarbi, Calinesti. Visit the beautiful churches of “Barsana”, “Rozavlea” and “Bogdan Voda”. These wood churches are exceptional examples of the “vernacolare” architecture, which merges Orthodox and Gothic traditions. After lunch, arrival in Bucovina, that contains the famous Monasteries (included in the list of Unesco). Arrival in Gura Humorului. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
6th day: GURA HUMORULUI – MONASTERI DELLA BUCOVINA – GURA HUMORULUI
Breakfast. Daily tour with guide of the Monasteries of Bucovina: “Moldoviţa” Monastery (1532) surrounded by the  defence system and the Monastery of  “Suceviţa” (1582-84) famous for its fresco “The Ladder of Virtues” and its massive walls. Visit the village of Marginea, where numerous objects of black pottery from the Bronze age were found. Nowadays these findings are hand reproduced by a local laboratory. Visit the Monastery of “Voroneţ” from 1488. It is considered the jewel of Bukovina for its famous cycle of frescoes, which fully decorates the outside walls of the church. Full board.
7th day: GURA HUMORULUI – GOLE DI BICAZ – SIGHISOARA (300 km)
Breakfast. Departure to visit the Monastery of “Agapia” (17th century) famous for its museum, which displays beautiful icons and embroideries, made by the nuns, who still live in the monastery. Continue for the town of Sighisoara, through the Capratian Mountains, following the Bicaz Gorge and the shores of the Red Lake. Arrival in Sighisoara, birthplace of Vlad Tepes, known as Count Dracula. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
8th day: SIGHISOARA – BRAN – BRASOV – POIANA BRASOV (180 km)
Breakfast. Visit the medieval citadel of Sighisoara considered the best preserved in Romania and famous for the Clock Tower from 13th century, and the magnificent Cathedral with the typical towers of the Corporations. Continue to Brasov, one of the most charming medieval towns of Romania,that contains the Schei quarter with the church of “Sfantul Nicolae”, the Romanian first school from 15th century, the church of “Biserica Neagrã” (black church) considered the largest church in Romania in Gothic style. Arrival the Castle of Bran, known as the Castle of Dracula, one of the most picturesque  Romanian buildings. It was built in the 13th century by the Teutonic Knight Dietrich and restored in later periods. Accommodation in Brashov's resort Boyana. Full board.
9th day: POIANA BRASOV – SINAIA – TULCEA (410 km)
Breakfast. Departure for Sinaia and visit the Pelesh Castle: the summer residence of King Charles I. It is one the most interesting places of Romania. Departure for the Black sea coast. Near the village of Dobrogea across the Danube by ferry and  continue to Tulcea, by bus, to visit the Museum of Delta. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
10th day: TULCEA – DANUBIE DELTA – CONSTANTA (130 km)
Breakfast. Daily boat excursion to the protected area of the Danube Delta, decleared as a World heritage by UNESCO. This area, the youngest of Europe, is a true great natural laboratory. Continue to Constanta. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
11th day: CONSTANTA – BUCAREST (230 km)
Breakfast. Visit the Roman villa, famous for its beautiful mosaics, the Museum of History and the Archaeological museum located in Ovidiu Square. Departure for Bucharest. Afternoon spent to visit the capital, called "The Paris of the East" for its large boulevards, its buildings in "Belle Epoque" style, the Triumphal Arch, the Romanian University, the Square of Revolution, the University Square and the "Curtea Domneasca". Visit the "Patriarchy" (spiritual center of  Rumanian Orthodox Church) and the Palace of Parliament, considered the second largest building in the world after the Pentagon in Washington. Accommodation in hotel. Full board.
12th day: BUCAREST – DEPARTURE
Breakfast. Visit the National Cotroceni Museum, the oldest royal residence in Bucharest, now used as museum and residence of the President. Lunch at restaurant. Transfer to airport. End of our services.
