
MACEDONIA TIMELESS
8 overnights / 9 days
Day 1 SKOPJE
Arrival in Skopje. Dinner and overnight stay.
Day 2 SKOPJE
Breakfast. Visit of the capital and largest city of the Republic of Macedonia with about a third of the total population. It is the country's political, cultural, economic, and academic centre. It was known in the Roman period under the name Scupi. We start walking tour from the medieval fortress of Skopje – Kale we continue to visit of the Mustafa-Pasha mosque and the telegraphic building, Museum of Macedonia, Kurshumli An, Church of St. Spas with incredible iconostasis, the sarcophagus of the greatest Macedonian revolutionary Goce Delchev; Sightseeing of the Skopje Old Bazaar and its monuments (Chifte Amam, Carsi Mosque, Kapan An, Daut Pasha Amam), Stone bridge, The modern city square, The House of Mother Teresa and Mother Teresa Monument; Visit to the building of the Old Railway Station, Museum of Skopje; Lunch in Debar Maalo bohemian quart of Skopje. After lunch departure for Visit the 12th c. monastery in Nerezi – St. Panteleimon; Dinner and overnight in Skopje. 
Day 3 SKOPJE - TETOVO – St. John Bigorksi – Vevchani - Kalishta - OHRID  (250 km)
Breakfast.  Driving to Tetovo for visiting of Painted Mosque located in the old part of Tetovo, on the right bank of the river Pena, the Painted (Aladza) Mosque rises displaying its beauty. It is popularly known as the Pasha Mosque. The mosque was originally built in 1495. Driving to St. John Bigorski a Panoramic sightseeing of the mountain region, accompanied with background history info on Macedonia, stories about the life here; Visit of the monastery complex of St. Jovan Bigorski where one of the most beautiful wooden iconostasis is found; Lunch break in Vevchani; Departure for Kalishta; Visit of cave church in Kalishta next to Struga; passing by Struga; Arrival in Ohrid; Accommodation and overnight in Ohrid.
Day 4 OHRID
Breakfast. Situated on the shores of Lake Ohrid, the town of Ohrid is one of the oldest human settlements in Europe. Built mainly between the 7th and 19th centuries, it has the oldest Slav monastery (St Pantelejmon) and more than 800 Byzantine-style icons dating from the 11th to the end of the 14th century. After those of the Tretiakov Gallery in Moscow, this is considered to be the most important collection of icons in the world. Also called Balkan Jerusalem, Ohrid is home of 365 churches. We start exploring Ohrid with walking tour visiting: Samoil Fortress - Early Christian center in Plaoshnik - Writing, education and Slavonic culture - all spread out from Ohrid in the 7th to 19th centuries. It is a cultural centre of great importance for the history not only of this part of the Balkan Peninsula, but also for all nations of the Slavonic tongue and for world history and literature, with precious manuscripts and other rarities. Antique Theatre, church Perivlepta and the Gallery of Icons; Visit of St. Sofia; Workshop for hand-made paper; Museum of Robevci; John Kaneo the symbol of Ohrid; Lunch in the city centre, near the harbour; Dinner and overnight in Ohrid.
Day 5  OHRID – St. Naum – Ohrid (60 km)
Breakfast. Visit of the monastery complex of St. Naum - located on the southeast side of Lake Ohrid, in the immediate vicinity of the Macedonian-Albanian border. Its building is linked to the name of St. Naum, the closest associate of St. Clement of Ohrid. On the pillars in the narthex of St Naum two inscriptions are to be found: made by priests, they are valuable documentary evidence of the development of the Glagolitic and Cyrillic scripts in the Ohrid region; Activity free afternoon for walking around and shopping in the old town of Ohrid; Dinner  and overnight in Ohrid. 
Day 6 OHRID – Heraklea – BITOLA (80 km)
Breakfast. Departure for Bitola. Sightseeing the archaeological site Heraclea – the most amazing Roman and early Christian centre in Macedonia with the mosaic floors and marble statues; Arriving in Bitola - also historically known as Monastir or Manastır. Bitola is home to thirteen consulates, which gives the city the nickname "the city of consuls."
Walk on the Shirok Sokak pedestrian street and  ightseeing the monuments; Lunch; Sightseeing Bitola, Church St.Dimitirja and Isak Mosque. Dinner and overnight in Bitola.
Day 7 BITOLA – Stobi - STRUMICA (220 km)
Breakfast. Departure for Stobi: sightseeing the archaeological site Stobi, the Roman buildings (Theatre and Forum Romanorum), the Early-Christian buildings (Episcopal Basilica, Baptistery, Civil Basilica, and Episcopal Residence), the Casino Palaces, Stobi Museum and the archaeological camp; Tour the Stobi Winery with an expert guide, taste Macedonian finest wines and appetizers, including an assortment of traditional Galichnik cheese and smoked meat; then enjoy a homemade pie with piquant sauces, a fresh salad, a scrumptious entrée and a delicious desert.; Driving to Strumica; Dinner and overnight in Strumica
Day 8 STRUMICA – BEROVO (60 km)
Breakfast; Morning visit to the monasteries of Vodocha and Veljusa in the Strumica vicinity;

Departure for Berovo visit of traditional sheepfold and having home-made lunch with all local products 100% pure nature. Traditional dinner and overnight in Berovo.

Day 9 BEROVO – Skopje Airport  (160 km)
Departure from Skopje airport.
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
